14.  A Curious History of Clothing in Communist Chi na.  Tuesday, April 8, 2008 at Cleveland State

Clothing was once prominent in understandings of what constituted the difference between China and the 
rest of the world. For outsiders it was the single most obvious feature of Chinese society during the Mao 
years. Professor Finnane's work combines an account of how fashion has been equated with modernity, 
progress and the West with a history of clothing in twentieth-century China. In this lecture she considers 
the fate of fashion in Communist China, showing that despite the difficulties of "dressing up" in the era of 
the Mao suit, there were some surprising points of convergence between fashions in China and the West 
during the Cold War years.
