Yoshu Chikanobu was an extremely productive and important woodblock-print artist of the Meiji era. Born
in 1838, he died in 1912, the last year of the Meiji. Chikanobu is significant because he hasn't been
studied much even though he had a significant output of work during this period.

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4. Japanese-Language Proficiency Test. — December 2, 2007

The Japanese-Language Proficiency Test (JLPT) is an internationally accredited language examination,
offered in four different levels, designed to measure a person’s Japanese skills. Last year, JLPT test
takers numbered over 437,000 in 46 countries. Those who pass the JLPT receive a Certificate of
Proficiency and, as a result, are better able to market their Japanese skills. (con’t on next page)
Registration is required and must be made between August 1 and October 5, 2007. The fee is $50 for
levels 1 & 2, and $40 for levels 3 & 4. There are various testing sites throughout the country. For more
